Under existing law, it is a crime to deliver
certain firearms to certain persons, including one who
is a habitual drunkard.

This bill would provide a criminal penalty for a
person who transfers a deadly weapon or ammunition to
an individual that he or she knows or reasonably should

AN ACT

Relating to firearms; to add Section 13A-11-76.1 to the
Code of Alabama 1975, to prohibit the transfer of a deadly
weapon or ammunition to an intoxicated individual; and to
provide criminal penalties for violations.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. Section 13A-11-76.1 is added to the Code of
Alabama 1975, to read as follows:

§13A-11-76.1

(a) For purposes of this section, the following terms
have the following meanings:

(1) AMMUNITION. Has the same meaning as provided in
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Section 13A-11-61.3.

(2) DEADLY WEAPON. Has the same meaning as provided in
Section 13A-1-2.

(3) INTOXICATED. A disturbance in mental or physical
capacities resulting from the introduction of any substance
into the body.

(4) TRANSFER. The intended delivery to a person
notwithstanding consideration of payment or promise of
payment, including a gift and loan.

(b) A person shall not transfer a deadly weapon or
ammunition to an individual that he or she knows or reasonably
should know is intoxicated.

(c) A violation of subsection (b) is a Class A
misdemeanor.

Section 2. This act shall become effective on October

1, 2025.
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
