SECTION 1. DO NOT CODIFY. Legislative intent.

The intent of this act is to provide for the safety of the public by

SECTION 6. Arkansas Code Title 5, Chapter 73, Subchapter 1, is amended
to add an additional section to read as follows:

5-73-134. Possession of a firearm on public property.

(a) A person may carry a firearm in a publicly owned, leased, or

rented building or facility, on public land, on a public roadway, and on a

public sidewalk.

(b) This section does not authorize a person to carry a firearm:

(1) Where prohibited by federal law;

(2) 1Into a facility operated by the Department of Correction,

the Department of Community Correction, or the Division of Youth Services, or

a county ijail;

(3)(A) Into a courtroom without authorization from the presiding

judge.
(B) However, a law enforcement officer, officer of the

court, bailiff, or any other person who is not a party to the case and

authorized by the presiding judge is permitted to possess a handgun in the

courtroom of any court or a courthouse of this state;

(4) At a public college or public university sporting event;

(5) 1Into the Arkansas State Hospital;

(6) Into a facility on the campus of the University of Arkansas

for Medical Sciences; or

(c) This section does not:

(1) Apply to the rights of a private landowner to allow or

prohibit the possession of a firearm on the private landowner’s property;

(2) Prohibit a public college or public university from

developing a policy concerning possession of an unconcealed handgun; or

(3) Supersede any law prohibiting certain persons from

possessing a firearm.

(d)(1) To the extent that the requirements or prohibitions under § 5-

73-301 et seq. are more restrictive than this section, the Department of
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Arkansas State Police may waive the requirements or prohibitions in order to

conform with this section.

(2) A restriction under § 5-73-301 et seq. shall not apply to a

person who does not hold a license to carry a concealed handgun under § 5-73-

301 et seq.
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
