LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

AB 180, asamended, Bonta. Ammunitien-Registration and licensing
of firearms: exclusive regulation by the Legislature.

Existing law states the intention of the Legislature to occupy the whole
field of regulation of registration or licensing of commercially
manufactured firearms as encompassed by the Penal Code to the
exclusion of all local regulations.

Thishbill would provide an exception to those provisions by authorizing
the City of Oakland to enact and enforce an ordinance or regulation
that is more restrictive than state law regulating the registration or
licensing of commercially manufactured firearms as encompassed by
the Penal Code.

State-mandated local program: no.
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The people of the Sate of California do enact as follows:

SECTION 1. Section 53071 of the Government Code is
amended to read:

53071. (a) Itistheintention of the Legislature to occupy the
whole field of regulation of the registration or licensing of
commercialy manufactured firearms as encompassed by the
provisions of the Penal Code, and such provisions shal be
exclusive of all local regulations, relating to registration or
licensing of commercially manufactured firearms, by any political
subdivision as defined in Section 1721 of the Labor Code.

(b) Notwithstanding subdivision (a), the City of Oakland may
enact and enforce an ordinance or regulation that is more
restrictive than state law regulating the registration or licensing
of commercially manufactured firearms as encompassed by the
Penal Code.
