LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL’S DIGEST

SB 38, asintroduced, De Ledn. Domestic violence: fees.

Existing law imposes a fee of $500 on every person who is granted
probation for a crime of domestic violence. Two-thirds of the fee is
deposited in the county’s domestic violence programs specia fund, to
be expended in support of domestic violence shelter programs, as
specified.

This bill would state the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation
that would clarify whether the assessment on domestic violence
probationersisafine or afee and clarify the allocation of the collected
funds.
