TITLE I. LABOR AND WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT 113 

 Sec. 101. Wage replacement. 114 

 (a) Notwithstanding any provision of District law, but subject to applicable federal laws 115 

and regulations, during a period of time for which the Mayor has declared a public health 116 

emergency pursuant to section 5a of the District of Columbia Public Emergency Act of 1980, 117 

effective October 17, 2002 (D.C. Law 14-194; D.C. Official Code § 7-2304.01), an affected 118 

employee shall be eligible for unemployment insurance in accordance with subsection (b) of this 119 

section. 120 

(b)(1) Upon application, an affected employee shall receive unemployment insurance 121 

compensation (“UI”), which the Director of the Department of Employment Services shall 122 

administer under the Unemployment Compensation Program established pursuant to the District 123 

of Columbia Unemployment Compensation Act, approved August 28, 1935 (49 Stat. 946; D.C. 124 

Official Code § 51-101 et seq.).  125 

  (2) An affected employee shall be eligible for UI regardless of whether the: 126 

   (A) Employer has provided a date certain for the employee’s return to 127 

work; or 128 

   (B) Employee has a reasonable expectation of continued employment with 129 

the current employer. 130 
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  (3) For an affected employee, the term “most recent work” shall mean the 131 

employer for whom the individual last performed at least one day of employment as that term is 132 

defined by section 1(2)(B) of the District of Columbia Unemployment Compensation Act, 133 

approved August 28, 1935 (49 Stat. 946; D.C. Official Code § 51-101(2)(B)). 134 

 (c) Benefits paid pursuant to this section shall not be charged to the experience rating 135 

accounts of employers. 136 

 (d) For the purposes of this section, the term “affected employee” means an employee 137 

who, except as provided in subsection (g) of this section, is otherwise eligible for UI pursuant to 138 

section 9 of the District of Columbia Unemployment Compensation Act, approved August 28, 139 

1935 (49 Stat. 950; D.C. Official Code § 51-109), and who is determined by the Mayor to have 140 

become unemployed or partially unemployed as a result of the circumstances giving rise to the 141 

public health emergency.  The term “affected employee” includes an employee who has been 142 

quarantined or isolated by the Department of Health or any other applicable District or federal 143 

agency, an employee who has self-quarantined or self-isolated in a manner consistent with the 144 

recommendations or guidance of the Department of Health, any other applicable District or 145 

federal agency, or a medical professional, or an employee of an employer that ceased or reduced 146 

operations due to an order or guidance from the Mayor or the Department of Health or a 147 

reduction in business revenue resulting from the circumstances giving rise to the public health 148 

emergency, as determined by the Mayor, all as demonstrated by reasonable documentation 149 

required by the Mayor or the Mayor’s designee.  150 
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(e) For the purposes of a public health emergency, “good cause” as set forth in section 10 151 

of the District of Columbia Unemployment Compensation Act, approved August 28, 1935 (49 152 

Stat. 950; D.C. Official Code § 51-110), shall include:  153 

(1) An employer’s failure to timely comply with a written directive from the 154 

Mayor or the Department of Health in relation to public safety measures necessary to protect its 155 

employees or the public during the public health emergency; or 156 

(2) An employer’s requirements that an employee be physically present in the 157 

workplace despite the employee having:  158 

(A) Been quarantined or isolated by the Department of Health or any other 159 

applicable District or federal agency; or  160 

(B) Self-quarantined or self-isolated in a manner consistent with the 161 

recommendations or guidance of the Department of Health, any other applicable District or 162 

federal agency, or a medical professional.  163 

(f) If the Mayor determines that the payment of UI under this section may not be made 164 

from the District Unemployment Fund or from the unemployment fund of another jurisdiction 165 

due to federal law or regulation, payment may be made by the Mayor from any other source of 166 

funds that is available. 167 

(g) Notwithstanding any provision of District law, but subject to applicable federal laws 168 

and regulations, during a period of time for which the Mayor has declared a public health 169 

emergency pursuant to section 5a of the District of Columbia Public Emergency Act of 1980, 170 
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effective October 17, 2002 (D.C. Law 14-194; D.C. Official Code § 7-2304.01), the 171 

requirements of section 9(a)(4)(B) and (5) of the District of Columbia Unemployment 172 

Compensation Act, approved August 28, 1935 (49 Stat. 950; D.C. Official Code § 51-173 

109(a)(4)(B) and (5)), shall not apply. 174 

 Sec. 102. Unemployment insurance clarification. 175 

 The District of Columbia Unemployment Compensation Act, effective August 28, 1935 176 

(49 Stat. 946; D.C. Official Code § 51-101 et seq.), is amended as follows: 177 

 (a) Section 1(2) (D.C. Official Code § 51-101(2)) is amended by adding a new 178 

subparagraph (A-i) to read as follows: 179 

   “(A-i) During a period of time for which the Mayor has declared a public 180 

health emergency pursuant to section 5a of the District of Columbia Public Emergency Act of 181 

1980, effective October 17, 2002 (D.C. Law 14-194; D.C. Official Code § 7-2304.01), and in 182 

conformity with federal law, the Director may determine that the term “employment” as defined 183 

in paragraph (2)(A) of this section may include individuals who are self-employed, seeking part-184 

time employment, do not have sufficient work history, or otherwise would not qualify for regular 185 

unemployment or extended benefits under District or federal law or pandemic emergency 186 

unemployment compensation.”. 187 

 (b) Section 3(c)(2) (D.C. Official Code § 51-103(c)(2)) is amended by adding a new 188 

subparagraph (G) to read as follows: 189 
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   “(G) “Federal Pandemic Unemployment Compensation (“FPUC”) benefits 190 

paid to an individual pursuant to section 2104 of the Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic 191 

Security Act, approved March 27, 2020 (Pub. L. No. 116-136; 134 Stat. 318), shall not be 192 

charged against an employer’s account.”.

 “(b) During a period of time for which the Mayor has declared a public health emergency 197 

pursuant to section 5a of the District of Columbia Public Emergency Act of 1980, effective 198 

October 17, 2002 (D.C. Law 14-194; D.C. Official Code § 7- 2304.01), and subject to the 199 

availability of additional moneys provided by local or federal law, the Director shall have the 200 

authority to pay such benefits as are authorized by law.”. 201 

 (d) Section 9 (D.C. Official Code § 51-109) is amended as follows: 202 

  (1) The existing text is designated as subsection (a). 203 

  (2) A new subsection (b) is added to read as follows: 204 

 “(b) During a period of time for which the Mayor has declared a public health emergency 205 

pursuant to section 5a of the District of Columbia Public Emergency Act of 1980, effective 206 

October 17, 2002 (D.C. Law 14-194; D.C. Official Code § 7- 2304.01), the Director shall have 207 

broad discretion to waive any eligibility requirements set forth in this act, other than the physical 208 
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ability and availability requirement, when the Director considers such waiver to be in the public 209 

interest.”. 210 

 Sec. 103. Shared work compensation program clarification. 211 

 The Keep D.C. Working Act of 2010, effective October 15, 2010 (D.C. Law 18-238; 212 

D.C. Official Code § 51-171 et seq.), is amended as follows: 213 

 (a) Section 2 (D.C. Official Code § 51-171) is amended as follows: 214 

  (1) Paragraph (4) is repealed. 215 

  (2) New paragraphs (4A) and (4B) are added to read as follows: 216 

  “(4A) “Health and retirement benefits” means employer-provided health benefits, 217 

and retirement benefits under a defined benefit plan, as defined in section 414(j) of the Internal 218 

Revenue Code of 1986, approved September 2, 1974 (88 Stat. 925; 26 U.S.C. § 414(j)), or 219 

contributions under a defined contribution plan, as defined in section 414(i) of the Internal 220 

Revenue Code of 1986, approved September 2, 1974 (88 Stat. 925; 26 U.S.C. § 414(i)), which 221 

are incidents of employment in addition to the cash remuneration earned. 222 

  “(4B) “Participating employee” means an employee who voluntarily agrees to 223 

participate in an employer’s shared work plan.”. 224 

  (3) Paragraph (5) is amended to read as follows: 225 

  “(5) “Usual weekly hours of work” means the usual hours of work per week for 226 

full-time or part-time employees in the affected unit when that unit is operating on its regular 227 

basis, not to exceed 40 hours and not including hours of overtime work.”. 228 
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  (4) Paragraph (7) is amended to read as follows: 229 

  “(7) “Shared work benefits” means the unemployment benefits payable to a 230 

participating employee in an affected unit under a shared work plan, as distinguished from the 231 

unemployment benefits otherwise payable under the employment security law.”. 232 

  (5) Paragraph (8) is amended to read as follows: 233 

  “(8) “Shared work plan” means a written plan to participate in the shared work 234 

unemployment compensation program approved by the Director, under which the employer 235 

requests the payment of shared work benefits to participating employees in an affected unit of 236 

the employer to avert temporary or permanent layoffs, or both.”. 237 

 (b) Section 4 (D.C. Official Code § 51-173) is amended to read as follows: 238 

“Sec. 4. Employer participation in the shared work unemployment compensation 239 

program.  240 

“(a) Employer participation in the shared work unemployment compensation program 241 

shall be voluntary. 242 

“(b) An employer that wishes to participate in the shared work unemployment 243 

compensation program shall submit a signed application and proposed shared work plan to the 244 

Director for approval.  245 

“(c) The Director shall develop an application form consistent with the requirements of 246 

this section.  The application and shared work plan shall require the employer to:  247 
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 “(1) Identify the affected unit (or units) to be covered by the shared work plan, 248 

including: 249 

  “(A) The number of full-time or part-time employees in such unit; 250 

  “(B) The percentage of employees in the affected unit covered by the plan; 251 

  “(C) Identification of each individual employee in the affected unit by 252 

name and social security number; 253 

  “(D) The employer’s unemployment tax account number, and  254 

  “(E) Any other information required by the Director to identify 255 

participating employees; 256 

“(2) Provide a description of how employees in the affected unit will be notified 257 

of the employer’s participation in the shared work unemployment compensation program if such 258 

application is approved, including how the employer will notify those employees in a collective 259 

bargaining unit as well as any employees in the affected unit who are not in a collective 260 

bargaining unit.  If the employer will not provide advance notice of the shared work plan to 261 

employees in the affected unit, the employer shall explain in a statement in the application why it 262 

is not feasible to provide such notice. 263 

“(3) Identify the usual weekly hours of work for employees in the affected unit 264 

and the specific percentage by which hours will be reduced during all weeks covered by the plan. 265 

A shared work plan may not reduce participating employees’ usual weekly hours of work by less 266 

than 10% or more than 60%.  If the plan includes any week for which the employer regularly 267 
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provides no work (due to a holiday or other plant closing), then such week shall be identified in 268 

the application;  269 

“(4) If the employer provides health and retirement benefits to any participating 270 

employee whose usual weekly hours of work are reduced under the plan, certify that such 271 

benefits will continue to be provided to participating employees under the same terms and 272 

conditions as though the usual weekly hours of work of such participating employee had not 273 

been reduced or to the same extent as employees not participating in the shared work plan.  For 274 

defined benefit retirement plans, the hours that are reduced under the shared work plan shall be 275 

credited for purposes of participation, vesting, and accrual of benefits as though the participating 276 

employee’s usual weekly hours of work had not been reduced.  The dollar amount of employer 277 

contributions to a defined contribution plan that are based on a percentage of compensation may 278 

be reduced due to the reduction in the participating employee’s compensation.  A reduction in 279 

health and retirement benefits scheduled to occur during the duration of a shared work plan that 280 

is equally applicable to employees who are not participating in the plan and to participating 281 

employees does not violate a certification made pursuant to this paragraph;  282 

“(5) Certify that the aggregate reduction in work hours under the shared work 283 

plan is in lieu of temporary or permanent layoffs, or both, and provide a good faith estimate of 284 

the number of employees who would be laid off in the absence of the proposed shared work 285 

plan;  286 

“(6) Agree to:  287 
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 “(A) Furnish reports to the Director relating to the proper conduct of the 288 

shared work plan;  289 

 “(B) Allow the Director or the Director’s authorized representatives access 290 

to all records necessary to approve or disapprove the application for a shared work plan; 291 

 “(C) Allow the Director to monitor and evaluate the shared work plan; and  292 

 “(D) Follow any other directives the Director considers necessary for the 293 

agency to implement the shared work plan consistent with the requirements for shared work plan 294 

applications;  295 

“(7) Certify that participation in the shared work unemployment compensation 296 

program and implementation of the shared work plan will be consistent with the employer’s 297 

obligations under applicable federal and state laws;  298 

“(8) State the duration of the proposed shared work plan, which shall not exceed 299 

365 days from the effective date established pursuant to section 6; 300 

“(9) Provide any additional information or certifications that the Director 301 

determines to be appropriate for purposes of the shared work unemployment compensation 302 

program, consistent with requirements issued by the United States Secretary of Labor; and 303 

  “(10) Provide written approval of the proposed shared work plan by the collective 304 

bargaining representative for any employees covered by a collective bargaining agreement who 305 

will participate in the plan.”. 306 

 (c) Section 5 (D.C. Official Code § 51-174) is amended to read as follows: 307 
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“Sec. 5. Approval and disapproval of a shared work plan. 308 

“(a)(1) The Director shall approve or disapprove an application for a shared work plan in 309 

writing within 15 calendar days of its receipt and promptly issue a notice of approval or 310 

disapproval to the employer.  311 

 “(2) A decision disapproving the shared work plan shall clearly identify the 312 

reasons for the disapproval.  313 

 “(3) A decision to disapprove a shared work plan shall be final, but the employer 314 

may submit another application for a shared work plan not earlier than 10 calendar days from the 315 

date of the disapproval. 316 

“(b) Except as provided in subsections (c) and (d) of this section, the Director shall 317 

approve a shared work plan if the employer: 318 

 “(1) Complies with the requirements of section 4; and 319 

 “(2) Has filed all reports required to be filed under the employment security law 320 

for all past and current periods and: 321 

  “(A) Has paid all contributions and benefit cost payments; or 322 

  “(B) If the employer is a reimbursing employer, has made all payments in 323 

lieu of contributions due for all past and current periods. 324 

“(c) Except as provided in subsection (d) of this section, the Director may not approve a 325 

shared work plan: 326 
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“(1) To provide payments to an employee if the employee is employed by the 327 

participating employer on a seasonal, temporary, or intermittent basis; 328 

“(2) If the employer's unemployment insurance account has a negative 329 

unemployment experience rating; 330 

“(3) If the employer's unemployment insurance account is taxed at the maximum 331 

tax rate in effect for the calendar year; 332 

“(4) For employers who have not qualified to have a tax rate assigned based on 333 

actual experience; or 334 

“(5) For employees who are receiving or who will receive supplemental 335 

unemployment benefits, as that term is defined in section 501(c)(17)(D) of the Internal Revenue 336 

Code of 1986, approved August 16, 1954 (68A Stat. 163; 26 U.S.C. § 501(c)(17)(D)), during any 337 

period a shared work plan is in effect. 338 

 “(d) During the effective period of a shared work plan entered into during a public health 339 

emergency, subsection (c) of this section shall not apply. During a public health emergency, the 340 

Director may not approve a shared work plan: 341 

“(1) To provide payments to an employee if the employee is employed by the 342 

participating employer on a seasonal, temporary, or intermittent basis;  343 

“(2) For employees who are receiving or who will receive supplemental 344 

unemployment benefits, as that term is defined in section 501(c)(17)(D) of the Internal Revenue 345 
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Code of 1986, approved August 16, 1954 (68A Stat. 163; 26 U.S.C. § 501(c)(17)(D)), during any 346 

period a shared work plan is in effect; or  347 

“(3) For employers that have reported quarterly earnings to the Director for fewer 348 

than 3 quarters at the time of the application for the shared work unemployment compensation 349 

program. 350 

 “(e) For the purposes of this section, the term “public health emergency” means the 351 

public health emergency declared in the Mayor’s order dated March 11, 2020, and any 352 

extensions thereof.”. 353 

 (d) Section 6 (D.C. Official Code § 51-175) is amended to read as follows: 354 

“Sec. 6. Effective date and expiration, termination, or revocation of a shared work plan.  355 

“(a) A shared work plan shall be effective on the date that is mutually agreed upon by the 356 

employer and the Director, which shall be specified in the notice of approval to the employer.  357 

“(b) The duration of the plan shall be 365 days from the effective date, unless a shorter 358 

duration is requested by employer or the plan is terminated or revoked in accordance with this 359 

section.  360 

“(c) An employer may terminate a shared work plan at any time upon written notice to 361 

the Director, participating employees, and a collective bargaining representative for the 362 

participating employees.  After receipt of such notice from the employer, the Director shall issue 363 

to the employer, the appropriate collective bargaining representative, and participating 364 
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employees an Acknowledgment of Voluntary Termination, which shall state the date the shared 365 

work plan terminated.   366 

“(d) The Director may revoke a shared work plan at any time for good cause, including: 367 

  “(1) Failure to comply with the certifications and terms of the shared work plan; 368 

  “(2) Failure to comply with federal or state law; 369 

  “(3) Failure to report or request proposed modifications to the shared work plan in 370 

accordance with section 7; 371 

  “(4) Unreasonable revision of productivity standards for the affected unit;  372 

  “(5) Conduct or occurrences tending to defeat the purpose and effective operation 373 

of the shared work plan; 374 

  “(6) Change in conditions on which approval of the plan was based; 375 

  “(7) Violation of any criteria on which approval of the plan was based; or 376 

  “(8) Upon the request of an employee in the affected unit. 377 

“(e) Upon a decision to revoke a shared work plan, the Director shall issue a written 378 

revocation order to the employer that specifies the reasons for the revocation and the date the 379 

revocation is effective.  The Director shall provide a copy of the revocation order to all 380 

participating employees and their collective bargaining representative.  381 

“(f) The Director may periodically review the operation of an employer’s shared work 382 

plan to ensure compliance with its terms and applicable federal and state laws. 383 
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 “(g) An employer may submit a new application for a shared work plan at any time after 384 

the expiration or termination of a shared work plan.”. 385 

 (e) Section 7 (D.C. Official Code § 51-176) is amended to read as follows: 386 

“Sec. 7. Modification of a shared work plan.  387 

“(a) An employer may not implement a substantial modification to a shared work plan 388 

without first obtaining the written approval of the Director.  389 

“(b)(1) An employer must report, in writing, every proposed modification of the shared 390 

work plan to the Director a least 5 calendar days before implementing the proposed modification.  391 

The Director shall review the proposed modification to determine whether the modification is 392 

substantial.  If the Director determines that the proposed modification is substantial, the Director 393 

shall notify the employer of the need to request a substantial modification.   394 

 “(2) An employer may request a substantial modification to a shared work plan by 395 

filing a written request with the Director.  The request shall identify the specific provisions of the 396 

shared work plan to be modified and provide an explanation of why the proposed modification is 397 

consistent with and supports the purposes of the shared work plan.  A modification may not 398 

extend the expiration date of the shared work plan. 399 

“(c)(1) At the Director’s discretion, an employer’s request for a substantial modification 400 

of a shared work plan may be approved if: 401 

  “(A) Conditions have changed since the plan was approved; and 402 
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  “(B) The Director determines that the proposed modification is consistent 403 

with and supports the purposes of the approved plan.   404 

  “(2) The Director shall approve or disapprove a request for substantial 405 

modification, in writing, within 15 calendar days of receiving the request and promptly shall 406 

communicate the decision to the employer.  If the request is approved, the notice of approval 407 

shall contain the effective date of the modification.”. 408 

 (f) Section 8 (D.C. Official Code § 51-177) is amended to read as follows: 409 

“Sec. 8. Employee eligibility for shared work benefits. 410 

“(a) A participating employee is eligible to receive shared work benefits with respect to 411 

any week only if the individual is monetarily eligible for unemployment compensation, not 412 

otherwise disqualified for unemployment compensation, and: 413 

“(1) With respect to the week for which shared work benefits are claimed, the 414 

participating employee was covered by a shared work plan that was approved prior to that week; 415 

“(2) Notwithstanding any other provision of the employment security law relating 416 

to availability for work and actively seeking work, the participating employee was available for 417 

the individual’s usual hours of work with the shared work employer, which may include 418 

availability to participate in training to enhance job skills approved by the Director, such as 419 

employer-sponsored training or training funded under the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity 420 

Act, approved July 22, 2014 (128 Stat. 1425; 29 U.S.C. § 3101 et seq.); and 421 
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  “(3) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, a participating employee is 422 

deemed unemployed for the purposes of determining eligibility to receive unemployment 423 

compensation benefits in any week during the duration of such plan if the individual’s 424 

remuneration as an employee in an affected unit is reduced under the terms of the plan. 425 

“(b) A participating employee may be eligible for shared work benefits or unemployment 426 

compensation, as appropriate, except that no participating employee may be eligible for 427 

combined benefits in any benefit year in an amount more than the maximum entitlement 428 

established for regular unemployment compensation, nor shall a participating employee be paid 429 

shared work benefits for more than 52 weeks under a shared work plan or in an amount more 430 

than the equivalent of the maximum of 26 weeks of regular unemployment compensation. 431 

“(c) The shared work benefit paid to a participating employee shall be deducted from the 432 

maximum entitlement amount of regular unemployment compensation established for that 433 

individual's benefit year. 434 

“(d) Provisions applicable to unemployment compensation claimants under the 435 

employment security law shall apply to participating employees to the extent that they are not 436 

inconsistent with this act.  A participating employee who files an initial claim for shared work 437 

benefits shall receive a monetary determination whether the individual is eligible to receive 438 

benefits. 439 

“(e) A participating employee who has received all of the shared work benefits or 440 

combined unemployment compensation and shared work benefits available in a benefit year shall 441 
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be considered an exhaustee, as defined in section 7(g)(1)(H) of the District of Columbia 442 

Unemployment Compensation Act, approved August 28, 1935 (49 Stat. 949; D.C. Official Code 443 

§ 51–107(g)(1)(H)) (“Act”), for purposes of eligibility to receive extended benefits pursuant to 444 

section 7(g) of the Act (D.C. Official Code § 51–107(g)), and, if otherwise eligible under that 445 

section, shall be eligible to receive extended benefits. 446 

“(f) Shared work benefits shall be charged to employers’ experience rating accounts in 447 

the same manner as unemployment compensation is charged under the employment security law, 448 

unless waived by federal or District law.  Employers liable for payments in lieu of contributions 449 

shall have shared work benefits attributed to service in their employ in the same manner as 450 

unemployment compensation is attributed, unless waived by federal or District law.”. 451 

 (g) Section 9 (D.C. Official Code § 51-178) is amended as follows: 452 

  (1) Subsection (a) is amended to read as follows: 453 

“(a)(1) Except as provided in paragraph (2) of this subsection, the weekly benefit for a 454 

participating employee shall be the product of the regular weekly unemployment compensation 455 

amount for a week of total unemployment multiplied by the percentage of reduction in the 456 

participating employee’s usual weekly hours of work. 457 

 “(2) The shared work benefit for a participating employee who performs work for 458 

another employer during weeks covered by a shared work plan shall be calculated as follows: 459 

 “(A) If the combined hours of work in a week for both employers results 460 

in a reduction of less than 10% of the usual weekly hours of work the participating employee 461 
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works for the shared work employer, the participating employee is not eligible for shared work 462 

benefits;  463 

 “(B) If the combined hours of work for both employers results in a 464 

reduction equal to or greater than 10% of the usual weekly hours worked for the shared work 465 

employer, the shared work benefit payable to the participating employee is determined by 466 

multiplying the weekly unemployment benefit amount for a week of total unemployment by the 467 

percentage by which the combined hours of work have been reduced. A week for which benefits 468 

are paid under this subparagraph shall be reported as a week of shared work benefits. 469 

   “(C) If an individual worked the reduced percentage of the usual weekly 470 

hours of work for the shared work employer and is available for all the participating employee’s 471 

usual hours of work with the shared work employer, and the participating employee did not work 472 

any hours for the other employer, either because of the lack of work with that employer or 473 

because the participating employee is excused from work with the other employer, the 474 

participating employee shall be eligible for the full value of the shared work benefit for that 475 

week.”. 476 

  (2) Subsection (b) is repealed 477 

  (3) New subsections (c) and (d) are added to read as follows: 478 

 “(c) A participating employee who is not provided any work during a week by the shared 479 

work employer or any other employer and who is otherwise eligible for unemployment 480

resources if the certified business enterprise is granted points or a price reduction pursuant to 751 

section 2343 of the CBE Act or selected through a set-aside program; and 752 

  “(2) If the certified business enterprise subcontracts, ensure that 50% of the dollar 753 

volume of the subcontracted effort be with certified business enterprises unless a waiver is 754 

granted pursuant to section 2351 of the CBE Act. 755 
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 (a-2) Notwithstanding subsection (a) of this section, a certified joint venture awarded a 756 

contract for a government-assisted project in excess of $250,000 that is unrelated to the District’s 757 

response to the COVID-19 emergency but entered into during the COVID-19 emergency shall: 758 

  (1) Perform at least 50% of the contracting effort with its own organization and 759 

resources if the certified joint venture is granted points or a price reduction pursuant to section 760 

2343 of the CBE Act or selected through a set-aside program; and 761 

  (2) If the certified joint venture subcontracts, 50% of the dollar volume of the 762 

subcontracted effort shall be with certified business enterprises unless a waiver is granted 763 

pursuant to section 2351 of the CBE Act. 764 

 (b)(1) For every dollar expended by a beneficiary with a resident-owned business, the 765 

beneficiary shall receive a credit for $1.10 against the CBE minimum expenditure. 766 

  (2) For every dollar expended by a beneficiary with a disadvantaged business 767 

enterprise, the beneficiary shall receive a credit for $1.25 against the CBE minimum expenditure. 768 

  (3) For every dollar expended by a beneficiary that uses a company designated as 769 

both a disadvantaged business enterprise under section 2333 of the CBE Act and as a resident-770 

owned business under section 2302(15) of the CBE Act, the beneficiary shall receive a credit for 771 

$1.30 against the CBE minimum expenditure. 772

on a temporary basis, beer, wine, or spirits for on-premises consumption indoors and to sell beer, 806 

wine, or spirits in closed containers accompanied by one or more prepared food items for off-807 

premises consumption from up to 2 additional locations other than the licensed premises.   808

receives written authorization from ABRA prior to offering beer, wine, or spirits for carryout or 812
