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AN ACT relating to concealed weapons.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS 403.715 TO 403.785 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
When issuing an order of protection under KRS 403.715 to 403.785, the court may issue upon the request of the petitioner a supplemental temporary order authorizing the petitioner to carry a concealed deadly weapon on or about his or her person into those places and under the same conditions as a person holding a concealed carry license issued under KRS 237.110. This order shall issue only after the court has queried records held by the Court of Justice as to whether the petitioner has any prior adjudications or convictions which would disqualify the person from carrying a deadly weapon and shall:

(a)
Be effective only when endorsed under subsection (2) of this section by the sheriff of the county where the order is issued;

(b)
Be valid for ninety (90) days or the duration of the order, whichever is shorter; and

(c)
Not be subsequently extended or reissued.

(2)
A sheriff shall endorse a temporary order issued under this section as soon as practicable if a query of the petitioner's criminal history performed by the sheriff does not reveal any offenses that would disqualify the person from possessing a concealed deadly weapon and the sheriff has recorded the petitioner's fingerprints and a photo of the person and has recieved from him or her a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25). Records generated under this subsection shall not be considered public records under the Kentucky Open Records Act.

(3)
Nothing in this section shall authorize the carrying of a concealed deadly weapon by a person prohibited from possessing such a weapon by state or federal law. 
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
