SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

AN APPLICANT FOR A LICENSE UNDER THIS ARTICLE WHO HAS PREVIOUSLY
SUBMITTED A SET OF DIGITAL FINGERPRINTS AS PART OF A LICENSE APPLICATION
IN THE STATE IS EXEMPT FROM ANY REQUIREMENT TO SUBMIT A SET OF
FINGERPRINTS AS PART OF THE APPLICATION.

AN APPLICANT FOR A LICENSE UNDER THIS ARTICLE WHO HAS PREVIOUSLY
SUBMITTED A SET OF DIGITAL FINGERPRINTS AS PART OF A LICENSE APPLICATION

FINGERPRINTS AS PART OF THE APPLICATION.

(1) a complete set of the applicant’s legible fingerprints taken in a
format approved by the Director of the Central Repository and the Director of the Federal
Bureau of Investigation, UNLESS THE FINGERPRINTS HAVE BEEN SUBMITTED WITH A
PRIOR APPLICATION FOR ANY LICENSE IN THE STATE;

(1) the fee authorized under § 10-221(b)(7) of the Criminal
Procedure Article for access to Maryland criminal history records; and

(111) the mandatory processing fee required by the Federal Bureau of
Investigation for a national criminal history records check.

A person shall have a permit issued under this subtitle before the person carries,
wears, or transports a handgun.

(c) As part of the application for a criminal history records check, the Secretary
shall submit to the Central Repository:

(1) two complete sets of the applicant’s legible fingerprints taken on forms
approved by the Director of the Central Repository and the Director of the Federal Bureau
of Investigation, UNLESS THE FINGERPRINTS HAVE BEEN SUBMITTED WITH A PRIOR
APPLICATION FOR ANY LICENSE IN THE STATE;

Article for access to Maryland criminal history records; and

(3) the mandatory processing fee required by the Federal Bureau of
Investigation for a national criminal history records check.

(b)  As part of the application for a license or permit, the applicant shall submit to
the State Fire Marshal the fingerprints required under subsection (e)(3)(1) of this section
for each applicant and each officer, agent, or employee of the applicant who will be handling
explosives, UNLESS THE FINGERPRINTS HAVE BEEN SUBMITTED WITH A PRIOR
APPLICATION FOR ANY LICENSE IN THE STATE.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2020.
