MONITORING PUBLICLY FUNDED SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDERS AND ADDICTIVE 28 

DISORDER SERVICES. 29 

 

 (K) “LOCAL BEHAVIORAL HEALTH AUTHORITY” MEANS THE DESIGNATED 30 

COUNTY OR MULTICOUNTY AUTHORITY THAT IS RESPONSIBLE FOR PLANNING, 31 

MANAGING, AND MONITORING PUBLICLY FUNDED MENTAL HEALTH,  32 

SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDER, AND ADDICTIVE DISORDER SERVICES. 33 
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 (L) (1) “MENTAL DISORDER” MEANS A BEHAVIORAL OR EMOTIONAL 1 

ILLNESS THAT RESULTS FROM A PSYCHIATRIC OR NEUROLOGICAL DISORDER. 2 

 

  (2) “MENTAL DISORDER” INCLUDES A MENTAL ILLNESS THAT SO 3 

SUBSTANTIALLY IMPAIRS THE MENTAL OR EMOTIONAL FUNCTIONING OF AN 4 

INDIVIDUAL AS TO MAKE CARE OR TREATMENT NECESSARY OR ADVISABLE FOR THE 5 

WELFARE OF THE INDIVIDUAL OR FOR THE SAFETY OF THE PERSON OR PROPERTY 6 

OF ANOTHER. 7 

 

  (3) “MENTAL DISORDER” DOES NOT INCLUDE AN INTELLECTUAL 8 

DISABILITY. 9 

 

 (M) “MENTAL HEALTH PROGRAM” MEANS A SET OF SERVICES THAT 10 

CONSISTS OF COMMUNITY–BASED TREATMENT, CARE, OR REHABILITATION 11 

SERVICES, OR ANY COMBINATION OF THESE, FOR INDIVIDUALS WITH A MENTAL 12 

DISORDER. 13 

 

 (N) “PEER SUPPORT SERVICES” MEANS A SET OF NONCLINICAL ACTIVITIES 14 

PROVIDED BY INDIVIDUALS IN RECOVERY FROM MENTAL DISORDERS,  15 

SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDERS, OR ADDICTIVE DISORDERS WHO USE THEIR 16 

PERSONAL, LIVED EXPERIENCES AND TRAINING TO SUPPORT OTHER INDIVIDUALS 17 

WITH MENTAL DISORDERS, SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDERS, OR ADDICTIVE 18 

DISORDERS. 19 

 

 (O) “RECOVERY RESIDENCE” MEANS A SERVICE THAT: 20 

 

  (1) PROVIDES ALCOHOL–FREE AND ILLICIT–DRUG–FREE HOUSING 21 

TO INDIVIDUALS WITH SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDERS OR ADDICTIVE 22 

DISORDERS OR CO–OCCURRING MENTAL DISORDERS AND SUBSTANCE–RELATED 23 

DISORDERS OR ADDICTIVE DISORDERS; AND  24 

 

  (2) DOES NOT INCLUDE CLINICAL TREATMENT SERVICES. 25 

 

 (P) (1) “SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDER” MEANS ALCOHOL ABUSE, 26 

ALCOHOL DEPENDENCE, ALCOHOL MISUSE, DRUG ABUSE, DRUG DEPENDENCE, 27 

DRUG MISUSE, OR ANY COMBINATION OF THESE: 28 

 

   (I) AN ALCOHOL USE DISORDER, ALCOHOL ABUSE, ALCOHOL 29 

DEPENDENCE, ALCOHOL MISUSE, ALCOHOL INTOXICATION, OR ALCOHOL 30 

WITHDRAWAL; 31 

 

   (II) A NONALCOHOL SUBSTANCE USE DISORDER, DRUG 32 

DEPENDENCE, DRUG MISUSE, NONALCOHOL SUBSTANCE INDUCED INTOXICATION, 33 

OR NONALCOHOL SUBSTANCE WITHDRAWAL; OR 34 
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   (III) ANY COMBINATION OF THE DISORDERS LISTED IN ITEMS (I) 1

PROVIDED BY THE STATE OR ANY OF ITS POLITICAL SUBDIVISIONS; AND  8 

 

  (2) CONSIST OF: 9 

 

   (I) ANY COMBINATION OF TREATMENT, CARE, OR 10 

REHABILITATION FOR INDIVIDUALS WITH A SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDER; OR 11 

 

   (II) EDUCATION FOR INDIVIDUALS KNOWN TO BE AT RISK OF 12 

DEVELOPING SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDERS. 13

PROVIDING MENTAL HEALTH OR SUBSTANCE–RELATED DISORDER SERVICES 23 

ACCORDING TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE APPROPRIATE PROFESSIONAL BOARD; 24 

 

  (2) ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS, NARCOTICS ANONYMOUS, RECOVERY 25 

RESIDENCES, PEER SUPPORT SERVICES, FAMILY SUPPORT SERVICES, OR OTHER 26 

SIMILAR ORGANIZATIONS, IF THE ORGANIZATION HOLDS MEETINGS OR PROVIDES 27 

SUPPORT SERVICES BUT DOES NOT PROVIDE ANY TYPE OF TREATMENT; 28 

 

  (3) AN EMPLOYEES’ ASSISTANCE PROGRAM OF A BUSINESS ENTITY; 29 

 

  (4) OUTPATIENT BEHAVIORAL HEALTH TREATMENT AND 30 

REHABILITATION SERVICES PROVIDED IN A REGULATED SPACE IN A HOSPITAL, AS 31 

DEFINED IN § 19–301 OF THIS ARTICLE, IF THE SERVICES ARE ACCREDITED BY AN 32 
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APPROVED ACCREDITATION ORGANIZATION UNDER ITS BEHAVIORAL HEALTH 1 

STANDARDS; OR 2

MENTAL HEALTH AND SUBSTANCE–RELATED COMMITTEE to advise and assist in the 26 

planning and evaluation of the publicly funded mental health AND SUBSTANCE–RELATED 27 

DISORDER services;  28 

 

  (4) In accordance with guidelines developed by the Secretary DIRECTOR, 29 

develop planning, management, and accountability mechanisms for the delivery of services 30 

including: 31 

 

   (iii) A yearly summary which includes at a minimum: 32 

 

    1. Relevant financial statements; and 33 
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    2. Program evaluation reports which articulate the core 1 

service agency’s, LOCAL ADDICTIONS AUTHORITY’S, OR LOCAL BEHAVIORAL HEALTH 2 

AUTHORITY’S ability to identify the outcomes of services provided for the target 3 

populations and the effects of those services on program planning for the target population; 4 

 

  (7) Provide clear guidelines to avoid either the appearance or occurrence of 5 

conflicts of interest in the direction and operation of the core service agency, LOCAL 6 

ADDICTIONS AUTHORITY, OR LOCAL BEHAVIORAL HEALTH AUTHORITY or 7 

organizations which provide mental health OR SUBSTANCE–RELATED services. 8

quasi–public authority which may be activated by Howard County, if the county decides to 11 

designate a quasi–public authority as the core service agency OR LOCAL BEHAVIORAL 12 

HEALTH AUTHORITY to perform the duties imposed under this subtitle.
