 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 21

Article, the Secretary may establish a police and security force, TO BE KNOWN AS THE 8 

MARYLAND CAPITOL POLICE OF THE DEPARTMENT OF GENERAL SERVICES, to 9 

protect people and property on or about improvements, grounds, and multiservice centers 10 

under the jurisdiction of the Department, and in the surrounding areas of the buildings 11 

and grounds in Annapolis and Baltimore City as described in § 4–601(1) [and], (2), AND 12 

(3) of this subtitle. 13 

 

  (2) The police and security force may include sworn police officers. 14 

 

 (b) [A member of the police and security force may not be involuntarily 15 

transferred from a site to another site.
