providing for the effect of a transfer–on–death deed at the death of the transferor; 13 

authorizing a beneficiary to make a certain disclaimer; providing for certain creditor 14 

claims and statutory allowances; providing for the application of this Act; providing 15 

for the citation of this Act; providing certain statutory forms that may be used to 16 

create a transfer–on–death deed and a revocation of a transfer–on–death deed; 17 

defining certain terms; and generally relating to transferring real estate on death.
