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SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(a) The spouse of a person on trial for a crime may not be compelled to testify
as an adverse witness unless the charge involves:

(1) The abuse of a child under 18; or

(2)  Assault in any degree in which the spouse is a victim if:

(i) The spouse was sworn to testify at the previous trial; and

(111) The spouse refused to testify at the previous trial on the
basis of the provisions of this section.

(2) THE ELEMENTS OF SUBSECTION AM2) (A)(1) OF THIS
SECTION HAVE BEEN PROVEN BEYOND A REASONABLE DOUBT.

(D) IF THE DEFENDANT IS CHARGED BY INDICTMENT OR CRIMINAL
INFORMATION, THE STATE MAY INCLUDE THE NOTICE REQUIRED UNDER
SUBSECTION (C)(1) OF THIS SECTION IN THE INDICTMENT OR INFORMATION.

(E) AN ENHANCED PENALTY IMPOSED UNDER THIS SECTION SHALL BE
SEPARATE FROM AND CONSECUTIVE TO A SENTENCE FOR ANY CRIME BASED ON
THE ACT ESTABLISHING THE VIOLATION OF THIS SECTION.
