AN ACT concerning 1 

 

Maryland Home Birth Safety Licensure of Direct–Entry Midwives Act 2 

 

FOR the purpose of establishing a licensing and regulatory system for the practice of  3 

direct–entry midwifery under the State Board of Nursing; establishing the  4 

Direct–Entry Midwifery Advisory Committee within the Board; providing for the 5 

composition, qualifications, chair, term, quorum, meeting requirements, 6 

compensation, reimbursement, and removal of members of the Committee; providing 7 

for the duties of the Committee; requiring the Committee, beginning on a certain 8 

date, to submit a certain annual report to the Board; including certain midwives 9 

under the jurisdiction of a certain rehabilitation committee; requiring the Board to 10 

give certain persons a hearing before taking certain actions; requiring certain 11 
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midwives to notify certain providers health care practitioners of certain births, 1 

transfer certain records, make certain recommendations, develop certain plans for 2 

certain patients, obtain certain informed consent agreements that acknowledge 3 

certain items from certain patients, comply with certain data collection and reporting 4 

requirements, complete and submit certain birth certificates, make certain records 5 

and information available to certain individuals, and display a certain notice under 6 

certain circumstances; requiring certain midwives to consult with certain health care 7 

providers practitioners under certain circumstances, arrange for emergency transfer 8 

under certain circumstances, and refer and transfer care of certain patients under 9 

certain circumstances, and complete certain forms; authorizing certain licensed 10 

direct–entry midwives to continue certain care of certain patients in consultation 11 

with certain health care practitioners; requiring the Committee to review and 12 

approve recommend approval to the Board of certain plans; requiring certain plans 13 

to be provided to certain hospitals; requiring the Board, in consultation with certain 14 

parties, to develop a certain form for use during certain transfers; prohibiting certain 15 

midwives from offering a certain service except under certain circumstances 16 

requiring the Board, in consultation with stakeholders, to develop a certain consent 17 

agreement; requiring, beginning on a certain date, a licensed direct–entry midwife 18 

to annually report certain information to the Committee in a certain form; requiring 19 

the Committee to maintain the confidentiality of certain reports; requiring the Board 20 

to send a certain notice to certain licensed direct–entry midwives under certain 21 

circumstances; prohibiting the Board from renewing the license of certain licensed 22 

direct–entry midwives, under certain circumstances, or taking other action against 23 

certain licensed direct–entry midwives for the failure to submit certain reports; 24 

specifying the qualifications for a license to practice direct–entry midwifery; 25 

specifying the procedure for applying for a license to practice direct–entry midwifery; 26 

requiring the Board to set certain fees for the issuance and renewal of certain 27 

licenses and services; requiring the Board to pay certain fees to the Comptroller of 28 

the State; requiring the fees to be used for a certain purpose; authorizing the Board 29 

to waive certain education and training requirements under certain circumstances; 30 

requiring the Board to issue certain licenses and to include a certain designation on 31 

each license; requiring the Board to consider certain factors on receipt of certain 32 

criminal history record information in making certain determinations; specifying the 33 

scope of a license issued under this Act; providing for the expiration and renewal of 34 

a license to practice direct–entry midwifery; requiring the Board to send to the 35 

licensee a certain renewal notice at a certain time and in a certain manner; requiring 36 

certain continuing education, peer review, and data submission as a condition of 37 

license renewal; requiring the Board to place certain licensees on inactive status and 38 

to reactivate and reinstate certain licenses under certain circumstances; prohibiting 39 

the Board from reinstating certain licenses under certain circumstances; requiring 40 

certain licensees to submit to additional criminal history records checks at specified 41 

intervals; prohibiting certain midwives from surrendering certain licenses except 42 

under certain circumstances; prohibiting certain licenses from lapsing by operation 43 

of law under certain circumstances; authorizing the Board to set certain conditions 44 

to accept the surrender of certain licenses; authorizing the Board to deny certain 45 

licenses, reprimand or place on probation certain licensees, or suspend or revoke 46 

certain licenses under certain circumstances, subject to certain hearing provisions; 47 
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authorizing the Board to impose a certain penalty; prohibiting certain individuals 1 

from making certain representations or using certain abbreviations or designations 2 

unless authorized to practice direct–entry midwifery in the State; prohibiting certain 3 

licensees from advertising in a certain manner; providing for the scope of this Act; 4 

providing certain health care providers persons with certain immunity from civil 5 

liability under certain circumstances; providing certain penalties for the violation of 6 

certain provisions of this Act; providing a short title for certain provisions of this Act; 7 

subjecting certain provisions of this Act to the Maryland Program Evaluation Act 8 

and a certain full evaluation under certain circumstances; specifying the terms of 9 

the initial members of the Committee; requiring the Board, beginning on a certain 10 

date and every year thereafter, to submit a certain report to certain committees of 11 

the General Assembly on or before a certain date regarding the practice of  12 

direct–entry midwifery in the State; defining certain terms; altering a certain 13 

definition definitions; requiring the Committee, with the approval of the Board, to 14 

convene a certain workgroup to develop a certain form, a certain consent agreement, 15 

and a certain formulary; providing for the composition and duties of the workgroup; 16 

requiring the workgroup to report its findings and recommendations to the Board on 17 

or before a certain date; requiring the Department of Legislative Services, on or 18 

before a certain date, to compile and analyze certain data, report on the data to 19 

certain committees of the General Assembly, and provide the data to the Board; 20 

requiring the Board to adopt certain regulations on or before a certain date; 21 

providing for the termination of certain provisions of this Act under certain 22 

circumstances; and generally relating to the licensure and regulation of direct–entry 23 

midwives by the State Board of Nursing. 24

Preamble 4 

 

 WHEREAS, A parent has the responsibility and right to give birth where and with 5 

whom the parent chooses; and 6 

 

 WHEREAS, For personal and economic reasons, some Maryland residents will 7 

choose to have home births; and 8 

 

 WHEREAS, Reproductive health care decisions are best made by individuals and via 9 

informed consent processes; and 10 

 

 WHEREAS, It is understood that childbirth is a culmination of pregnancy and is a 11 

natural process rather than an illness; and 12 

 

 WHEREAS, There is a public interest in preserving the rights of women to deliver 13 

children at home, to remove obstacles to safe out–of–hospital deliveries, and to assure 14 

quality health care during the birthing of a child at home; and 15 

 

 WHEREAS, The practice of midwifery has been a part of the culture and tradition 16 

of Maryland since the colonial days, and it is in the public interest to remove impediments 17 

to the practice of midwifery; and 18 

 

 WHEREAS, The services of a direct–entry midwife are a reasonable alternative for 19 

healthy pregnant women; now, therefore, 20 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 21 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 22 

 

Article – Health – General 23 

 

19–301. 24 

 

 (f) “Hospital” means an institution that: 25 

 

  (1) Has a group of at least 5 physicians who are organized as a medical 26 

staff for the institution; 27 

 

  (2) Maintains facilities to provide, under the supervision of the medical 28 

staff, diagnostic and treatment services for 2 or more unrelated individuals; and 29 

 

  (3) Admits or retains the individuals for overnight care. 30 

 

Article – Health Occupations 31 
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8–208. 1 

 

 (a) (1) In this section the following words have the meanings indicated. 2 

 

  (2) “Applicant” means an individual who has submitted an application to 3 

the Board to be licensed as a registered nurse, licensed practical nurse, [or] electrologist, 4 

OR CERTIFIED LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE or to be certified as a nursing 5 

assistant or medication technician in this State. 6 

 

  (3) “Program” means the rehabilitation program. 7 

 

 (b) (1) There is a Rehabilitation Committee in the Board. 8 

 

  (2) The Board may create 1 or more rehabilitation committees. 9 

 

 (c) (1) The Committee shall consist of 6 members. 10 

 

  (2) Of the 6 Committee members: 11 

 

   (i) 3 shall be licensed registered nurses, who have demonstrated 12 

expertise in the field of chemical dependency or psychiatric nursing; 13 

 

   (ii) 1 shall be a registered nurse, who has demonstrated expertise in 14 

the area of pain management; 15 

 

   (iii) 1 shall be a licensed practical nurse; and 16 

 

   (iv) 1 shall be a consumer member, who is knowledgeable in the field 17 

of chemical dependency. 18 

 

 (d) (1) The Board shall determine the term of a member of the Committee. 19 

 

  (2) At the end of a term, a member continues to serve until a successor is 20 

appointed and qualifies. 21 

 

  (3) A Committee member who is appointed after a term has begun serves 22 

only for the rest of the term and until a successor is appointed and qualifies. 23 

 

  (4) The Board may remove a Committee member for incompetence or 24 

misconduct. 25 

 

 (e) (1) The Committee shall elect a chairperson and a vice–chairperson. 26 

 

  (2) The manner of election of officers shall be as the Committee determines. 27 

 

 (f) A majority of the members then serving on the Committee Board is a quorum. 28 
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 (g) The Committee shall determine the times and places of its meetings. 1 

 

 (h) Each member of the Committee is entitled to: 2 

 

  (1) Compensation in accordance with the State budget; and 3 

 

  (2) Reimbursement for expenses under the Standard State Travel 4 

Regulations, as provided in the State budget. 5 

 

 (i) The Board may employ a staff to carry out the activities of the Committee in 6 

accordance with the State budget. 7 

 

 (j) In addition to the powers set forth elsewhere in this subtitle, the Committee 8 

may: 9 

 

  (1) Evaluate those nurses, nursing assistants, medication technicians, 10 

electrologists, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIVES, or applicants who request 11 

participation in the program according to the guidelines prescribed by the Board and 12 

consider the recommendations for admission into the program; 13 

 

  (2) Review and designate those treatment facilities and services to which 14 

nurses, nursing assistants, medication technicians, electrologists, LICENSED  15 

DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIVES, or applicants in the program may be referred; 16 

 

  (3) Receive and review information concerning a nurse, nursing assistant, 17 

medication technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant 18 

participating in the program; 19 

 

  (4) Consider in the case of each nurse, nursing assistant, medication 20 

technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant participating 21 

in a program whether the nurse, nursing assistant, medication technician, electrologist, 22 

LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant may with safety continue or resume 23 

the practice of nursing or delegated nursing functions [or], electrology, OR LICENSED 24 

DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFERY; and 25 

 

  (5) Have meetings as necessary to consider the requests of nurses, nursing 26 

assistants, medication technicians, electrologists, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIVES, 27 

or applicants to participate in the program, and consider reports regarding nurses, nursing 28 

assistants, medication technicians, electrologists, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIVES, 29 

or applicants participating in the program. 30 

 

 (k) In addition to the duties set forth elsewhere in this subtitle, the Committee 31 

shall: 32 

 

  (1) Prepare reports to be submitted to the Board; and 33 
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  (2) Set forth in writing for each nurse, nursing assistant, medication 1 

technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant participating 2 

in the program a rehabilitation program established for that nurse, nursing assistant, 3 

medication technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant, 4 

including the requirements for supervision and surveillance. 5 

 

 (l) The Committee shall inform each nurse, nursing assistant, medication 6 

technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant who requests 7 

participation in the program of: 8 

 

  (1) The procedures followed in the program; 9 

 

  (2) The rights and responsibilities of the nurse, nursing assistant, 10 

medication technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant in 11 

the program; and 12 

 

  (3) The possible results of noncompliance with the program. 13 

 

 (m) (1) Each nurse, nursing assistant, medication technician, electrologist, 14 

LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant who requests to participate in the 15 

program shall agree to cooperate with the individual rehabilitation program designed by 16 

the Committee. 17 

 

  (2) Any failure to comply with the provisions of a rehabilitation program 18 

may result in termination of the nurse’s, nursing assistant’s, medication technician’s, 19 

electrologist’s, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE’S, or applicant’s participation in the 20 

program. 21 

 

  (3) The Committee shall report the name and license number of a nurse 22 

[or], electrologist, OR LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, the name and certificate 23 

number of a nursing assistant or medication technician, or the name of an applicant who 24 

is expelled from the program for failure to comply with the conditions of the program. 25 

 

  (4) (i) The program shall transfer to the Board all the records of any 26 

nurse, nursing assistant, medication technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY 27 

MIDWIFE, or applicant expelled from the program. 28 

 

   (ii) The Board may initiate disciplinary action based on the failure 29 

of the nurse, nursing assistant, medication technician, electrologist, LICENSED  30 

DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant to comply with the conditions of the program in 31 

accordance with the provisions of §§ 8–316 and 8–317 [or], §§ 8–6B–18 and 8–6B–19, OR 32 

8–6C–20 of this title. 33 

 

 (n) After the Committee has determined that a nurse, nursing assistant, 34 

medication technician, electrologist, LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant 35 
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has been rehabilitated, the Committee shall purge and destroy all records concerning a 1 

nurse’s, nursing assistant’s, medication technician’s, electrologist’s, LICENSED  2 

DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE’S, or applicant’s participation in the program. 3 

 

 (o) All Board and Committee records of a proceeding concerning the 4 

rehabilitation of a nurse, nursing assistant, medication technician, electrologist, 5 

LICENSED DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE, or applicant in the program are confidential and 6 

are not subject to discovery or subpoena in any civil or criminal action. 7 

 

 (p) The Board shall provide for the representation of any person making reports 8 

to the Committee or the Board under this section in any action for defamation directly 9 

resulting from reports or information given to the Committee or the Board regarding a 10 

nurse’s, nursing assistant’s, medication technician’s, electrologist’s, LICENSED  11 

DIRECT–ENTRY MIDWIFE’S, or applicant’s participation in the program. 12 

 

 (q) Beginning July 1, 1990, and on a regular basis thereafter, the Board shall 13 

require reports from the Committee. The reports shall include: 14 

 

  (1) Information concerning the number of cases accepted, denied, or 15 

terminated with compliance or noncompliance; and 16 

 

  (2) A cost analysis of the program. 17

 SECTION 6. 5. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the terms of the initial 9 

members of the Direct–Entry Midwifery Advisory Committee within the State Board of 10 

Nursing shall expire as follows: 11 

 

  (1) two members in 2016; 12 

 

  (2) three members in 2017; and 13 

 

  (3) two members in 2018. 14 

 

 SECTION 7. 6. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 15 

June 1, 2015. Section 2 of this Act shall remain effective until the effective date of 16 

regulations adopted by the State Board of Nursing that include the provisions in Section 2 17 

of this Act. On that date, with no further action required by the General Assembly, Section 18 

2 of this Act shall be abrogated and of no further force and effect. The State Board of 19 

Nursing shall notify the Department of Legislative Services within 5 days after the effective 20 

date of the regulations.
