FOR the purpose of prohibiting certain county boards of education and certain nonpublic 4 

schools from allowing certain individuals to hire or retain hiring or retaining certain 5 

individuals who have been convicted of certain crimes; requiring certain contracts to 6 

provide that certain contractors or subcontractors for certain nonpublic schools and 7 

certain local school systems may not knowingly assign employees to work on school 8 

premises with certain access to children if the employee has been convicted of certain 9 

crimes; authorizing the State Board of Education to revoke a certain certificate of 10 

approval or letter of tentative approval of a nonpublic school under certain 11 

circumstances; adding certain contractors and subcontractors who have certain 12 

access to certain children to the list of individuals required to obtain a certain 13 

criminal history records check; amending a certain definition of “employee” to 14 
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include certain contractors and subcontractors who have certain access to certain 1

 (A) A county board may not knowingly hire or retain [any] AN individual OR 21

 [(a)] (A–1) Notwithstanding any provision of law to the contrary, an employee and 29 

employer in a facility identified in subsection (b) of this section and individuals identified 30 
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in subsection (c) of this section shall apply for a national and State criminal history records 1 

check at any designated law enforcement office in this State or other location approved by 2 

the Department.

EMPLOYEE THAT WILL HAVE DIRECT, UNSUPERVISED, AND UNCONTROLLED ACCESS 28 

TO CHILDREN IN A FACILITY LISTED IN SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION TO OBTAIN 29 

A CRIMINAL HISTORY RECORDS CHECK UNDER THIS PART VI OF THIS SUBTITLE.  30
