FOR the purpose of providing that certain requirements of the federal Patient Protection 3 

and Affordable Care Act relating to prescription drug benefits apply to certain 4 

coverage offered in certain markets; repealing a certain provision of law providing 5 

for the applicability of a certain limitation on certain deductibles for certain health 6 

insurance coverage; altering certain provisions of law relating to the provision of 7 

benefits for the diagnosis and treatment of a mental illness, an emotional disorder, 8 

a drug abuse disorder, or an alcohol abuse disorder to conform to the requirements 9 

of the federal Mental Health Parity and Addiction Equity Act; applying the 10 

provisions to health maintenance organizations and repealing certain duplicative 11 

provisions of law; requiring certain insurers, nonprofit health service plans, and 12 

health maintenance organizations to have procedures in place for certain individuals 13 

to request an expedited review of a request for coverage of a nonformulary drug or 14 

device based on a certain exigent circumstance; requiring the insurers, nonprofit 15 

health service plans, and health maintenance organizations to notify certain 16 

individuals about the determination made about the request within a certain period 17 

of time and, under certain circumstances, to provide coverage of the nonformulary 18 

drug or device; altering the definitions of “full–time employee” and “health benefit 19 

plan” for purposes of certain provisions of law governing the small group health 20 

insurance market; altering the circumstances under which certain health benefit 21 

plans are required to allow certain individuals to enroll for certain coverage; altering 22 

the circumstances under which a triggering event occurs for an employee or a 23 

dependent of an employee covered under a small group health benefit plan; altering 24 
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the definition of “health benefit plan” and defining the term “grandfathered health 1 

plan coverage” for purposes of certain provisions of law governing the individual 2 

health insurance market; establishing the circumstances under which a carrier may 3 

make a certain uniform modification of coverage for a certain product offered by the 4 

carrier in the small group, individual, and large group health insurance markets; 5 

establishing the circumstances under which a certain plan that has been modified is 6 

considered to be the same plan; repealing certain provisions of law relating to the 7 

certification of creditable coverage and the determination and establishment of a 8

requirement with respect to certain services; altering the definition of “health benefit 22 

plan” for purposes of certain provisions of law governing the large group health 23

  (15) child–only plan offerings in the individual market; 5

  (19) contract requirements for stand–alone dental plans sold on the 9

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 (c) A [policy or contract] HEALTH BENEFIT PLAN subject to this section [may 1 

not discriminate against] SHALL PROVIDE AT LEAST THE FOLLOWING BENEFITS FOR 2 

THE DIAGNOSIS AND TREATMENT OF [an individual with] a mental illness, emotional 3 

disorder, drug abuse disorder, or alcohol abuse disorder [by failing to provide benefits for 4 

the diagnosis and treatment of these illnesses under the same terms and conditions that 5 

apply under the policy or contract for the diagnosis and treatment of physical illnesses. 6 

 

 (d) It is not discriminatory under subsection (c) of this section if at least the 7 

following benefits are provided]: 8 

 

  (1) [with respect to] inpatient benefits for services provided in a licensed 9 

or certified facility, including hospital inpatient benefits[, the total number of days for 10 

which benefits are payable and the terms and conditions that apply to those benefits are at 11 

least equal to those that apply to the benefits available under the policy or contract for 12 

physical illnesses]; 13 

 

  (2) [except as provided in item (3) of this subsection and subject to 14 

subsection (g) of this section, with respect to benefits for partial hospitalization, at least 60 15 

days of partial hospitalization are covered under the same terms and conditions that apply 16 

to the benefits available under the policy or contract for physical illnesses; 17 

 

  (3) for group contracts covering employees of one or more large employers, 18 

with respect to benefits for] partial hospitalization [for the treatment of mental illness, 19 

emotional disorders, drug abuse, and alcohol abuse, the greater of: 20 

 

   (i) the same benefits payable under the contract for partial 21 

hospitalization for physical illness; or 22 

 

   (ii) at least 60 days of partial hospitalization covered under the same 23 

terms and conditions that apply to outpatient treatment of physical illnesses] BENEFITS; 24 

 

  [(4) except as provided in item (5) of this subsection, with respect to 25 

outpatient coverage, other than for inpatient or partial hospitalization services, benefits for 26 

covered expenses arising from services, including psychological and neuropsychological 27 

testing for diagnostic purposes, provided to treat mental illnesses, emotional disorders, 28 

drug abuse, or alcohol abuse are at a rate that, after the applicable deductible, is not less 29 

than: 30 

 

   (i) 80% for the first five visits in a calendar year or benefit period of 31 

not more than 12 months; 32 

 

   (ii) 65% for the 6th through 30th visit in a calendar year or benefit 33 

period of not more than 12 months; and 34 

 

   (iii) 50% for the 31st visit and any subsequent visit in a calendar year 35 

or benefit period of not more than 12 months;] and 36 
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  [(5)] (3) [for group contracts covering employees of one or more large 1 

employers, benefits for covered] outpatient [expenses arising from services] BENEFITS, 2 

including all office visits and psychological and neuropsychological testing for diagnostic 3 

purposes[, provided to treat mental illnesses, emotional disorders, drug abuse, or alcohol 4 

abuse are covered under the same terms and conditions that apply to similar benefits 5 

available under the contract for physical illnesses]. 6 

 

 [(e)] (D) (1) The benefits under this section are required only for expenses 7 

arising from the treatment of mental illnesses, emotional disorders, drug abuse, or alcohol 8 

abuse if, in the professional judgment of health care providers: 9 

 

   (i) the mental illness, emotional disorder, drug abuse, or alcohol 10 

abuse is treatable; and 11 

 

   (ii) the treatment is medically necessary. 12 

 

  (2) The benefits required under this section: 13 

 

   (i) shall be provided as one set of benefits covering mental illnesses, 14 

emotional disorders, drug abuse, and alcohol abuse; 15 

 

   (ii) shall [have the same terms and conditions as the benefits for 16 

physical illnesses covered under the policy or contract subject to this section, except as 17 

specifically provided in this section] COMPLY WITH 45 C.F.R. § 146.136 (A) THROUGH 18 

(D); [and] 19 

 

   (iii) subject to paragraph (3) of this subsection, may be delivered 20 

under a managed care system; AND 21 

 

   (IV) FOR PARTIAL HOSPITALIZATION UNDER SUBSECTION (C)(2) 22 

OF THIS SECTION, MAY NOT BE LESS THAN 60 DAYS. 23 

 

  (3) [For group contracts covering employees of one or more large 24 

employers, the] THE benefits required under this section may be delivered under a 25 

managed care system only if the benefits for physical illnesses covered under the [contract] 26 

HEALTH BENEFIT PLAN are delivered under a managed care system. 27 

 

  (4) [For group contracts covering employees of one or more large 28 

employers, the] THE processes, strategies, evidentiary standards, or other factors used to 29 

manage the benefits required under this section must be comparable as written and in 30 

operation to, and applied no more stringently than, the processes, strategies, evidentiary 31 

standards, or other factors used to manage the benefits for physical illnesses covered under 32 

the [contract] HEALTH BENEFIT PLAN. 33 
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  [(5) Except for the coinsurance requirements under subsection (d)(4) of this 1 

section, a policy or contract subject to this section may not have: 2 

 

   (i) separate lifetime maximums for physical illnesses and illnesses 3 

covered under this section; 4 

 

   (ii) separate deductibles and coinsurance amounts for physical 5 

illnesses and illnesses covered under this section; or 6 

 

   (iii) separate out–of–pocket limits in a benefit period of not more than 7 

12 months for physical illnesses and illnesses covered under this section. 8 

 

  (6) (i) Subject to subparagraph (ii) of this paragraph, any copayments 9 

required under a policy or contract subject to this section for benefits for illnesses covered 10 

under this section shall be: 11

   (i) insurers and nonprofit health service plans that provide coverage 28 

for prescription drugs and devices under INDIVIDUAL, GROUP, OR BLANKET health 29 

insurance policies or contracts that are issued or delivered in the State; and 30 
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   (ii) health maintenance organizations that provide coverage for 1 

prescription drugs and devices under INDIVIDUAL OR GROUP contracts that are issued or 2 

delivered in the State. 3

organization that provides coverage for prescription drugs and devices through a pharmacy 5 

benefit manager is subject to the requirements of this section. 6 

 

  (3) This section does not apply to a managed care organization as defined 7 

in § 15–101 of the Health – General Article.

 (c) Each entity subject to this section that limits its coverage of prescription drugs 9 

or devices to those in a formulary shall establish and implement a procedure by which a 10 

member may receive a prescription drug or device that is not in the entity’s formulary in 11 

accordance with this section.

 (d) The procedure shall provide for coverage for a prescription drug or device that 13 

is not in the formulary if, in the judgment of the authorized prescriber: 14 

 

  (1) there is no equivalent prescription drug or device in the entity’s 15 

formulary; or 16 

 

  (2) an equivalent prescription drug or device in the entity’s formulary: 17 

 

   (i) has been ineffective in treating the disease or condition of the 18 

member; or 19 

 

   (ii) has caused or is likely to cause an adverse reaction or other harm 20 

to the member. 21 

 

 (e) A decision by an entity subject to this section not to provide access to or 22 

coverage of a prescription drug or device in accordance with this section constitutes an 23 

adverse decision as defined under Subtitle 10A of this title if the decision is based on a 24 

finding that the proposed drug or device is not medically necessary, appropriate, or 25 

efficient. 26 

 

 (F) AN ENTITY SUBJECT TO THIS SECTION SHALL: 27

that is greater than 50% of the daily cost for methadone maintenance treatment. 14 

 

 (d) An office visit to a physician or other health care provider for the purpose of 15 

medication management may not be counted against the number of visits required to be 16 

covered as a part of the benefits required under subsection (b)(2)(iv) of this section and shall 17 

be reimbursed under the same terms and conditions as an office visit for physical illnesses 18 

covered under the contract or certificate. 19 

 

 (e) Nothing in this section shall be construed to prohibit exceeding the minimum 20 

benefits required under subsection (b)(2)(ii) or (iii) of this section for any partial 21 

hospitalization day that is medically necessary and would serve to prevent inpatient 22 

hospitalization. 23 

 

 (f) A health maintenance organization shall provide on its Web site and annually 24 

in print to its members: 25 

 

  (1) Notice about the benefits required under this section and, if applicable 26 

to the contract of the member, the federal Mental Health Parity and Addiction Equity Act; 27 

and 28 

 

  (2) Notice that the member may contact the Maryland Insurance 29 

Administration for further information about the benefits. 30 

 

 (g) A health maintenance organization shall: 31 

 

  (1) Post a release of information authorization form on its Web site; and 32 

 

  (2) Provide a release of information authorization form by standard mail 33 

within 10 business days after a request for the form is received.] 34 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act is an emergency 1 

measure, is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health or safety, has 2 

been passed by a yea and nay vote supported by three–fifths of all the members elected to 3 

each of the two Houses of the General Assembly, and shall take effect from the date it is 4 

enacted.
