Revenues from the surcharge shall be 22 

collected by the Comptroller and placed in the Fund.] 23 

 

  (2) THE FUND CONSISTS OF PROCEEDS RECEIVED FROM THE SALE OF 24 

ALLOWANCES FROM THE REGIONAL GREENHOUSE GAS INITIATIVE IN 25 

ACCORDANCE WITH § 2–1002(G) OF THE ENVIRONMENT ARTICLE. 26 

 

 [(b) (1) The Secretary, in consultation with the Director of the Maryland 27 

Energy Administration, annually shall coordinate the preparation of a budget required to 28 

carry out the provisions of this subtitle. Upon approval of the budget by the General 29 

Assembly, the Public Service Commission shall establish the amount of the surcharge per 30 

kilowatt hour for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 1972, and for each subsequent fiscal year.

The Department 2 

shall credit against the amount required to be paid into the Environmental Trust Fund by 3 

each electric company an amount equal to 0.75% of the total surcharge attributed to each 4 

company on the basis of the electricity distributed within Maryland.] 5

 (c) (1) (i) The Secretary shall administer the Fund. 8 

 

   (ii) The Fund is subject to the provisions for financial management 9 

and budgeting established by the Department of Budget and Management. 10

support the technological development of extraordinary systems related to power plants 23 

designed to minimize environmental impact. 24 

 

   (vii) The Secretary may utilize available expertise in any other State 25 

unit in the development, execution, and management of contracts and agreements on 26 

projects relating to their areas of prime responsibility. 27 

 

  (2) Moneys in the Fund may be used for administrative costs calculated in 28 

accordance with § 1–103(b)(2) of this article. 29 

 

 (d) [(1) The Maryland Energy Administration shall receive administrative and 30 

fiscal support from the Fund for studies relating to the conservation or production of electric 31 

energy. 32 

 

  (2) Fiscal support to the Maryland Energy Administration from the Fund 33 

may not exceed $250,000 in any fiscal year. 34 
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  (3)] The Chesapeake Bay Trust shall receive $375,000 from the Fund each 1 

fiscal year for the purpose of funding energy conservation projects through the Chesapeake 2 

Conservation Corps Program, as provided under §§ 8–1913 through 8–1924 of this article. 3
