GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:
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Article — Health - General

(c) (1) Except as otherwise provided by law:
(1))  The Department shall collect a [$24] $12 fee:
1. For each certified or abridged copy of a birth certificate;

2. For the first copy of a certified or abridged death certificate
issued in a single transaction;

3. For a report that a search of the birth or death certificate
files was made and the requested record is not on file; or

4. For each change to a birth or death certificate made later
than 1 year after the certificate has been registered with the Department; and

(3) (1) Any local health department may set and collect a fee for
processing and issuing a birth certificate, or for a report that a search of the files was made
and the requested record is not on file, that covers:

1. The administrative costs of providing this service; and
2. The requirements of subparagraph (iii1) of this paragraph.
(11) The fee set by the local health department for processing and
1ssuing a birth certificate or for a report under subparagraph (i) of this paragraph may not
exceed the actual costs to the local health department for processing and issuing a birth

certificate or a report.

(111) From the fee the local health department collects under
subparagraph (i) of this paragraph, [$20] $10 shall be transferred to the General Fund.

(iv)  Prior to setting and collecting a fee for processing and issuing a
birth certificate or for a report under subparagraph (i) of this paragraph, the local health
department shall enter into a memorandum of understanding with the Department of
Health and Mental Hygiene that outlines the local health department’s fee structure.
