 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 14

 (b–1) (1) “Convicted of a disqualifying crime” includes: 17 

 

   (i) a case in which a person received probation before judgment for 18 

a crime of violence; and 19 

 

   (ii) a case in which a person received probation before judgment in a 20 

domestically related crime as defined in § 6–233 of the Criminal Procedure Article. 21 
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  (2) “Convicted of a disqualifying crime” does not include a case in which a 1 

person received a probation before judgment: 2 

 

   (i) for assault in the second degree, UNLESS THE CRIME WAS A 3 

DOMESTICALLY RELATED CRIME AS DEFINED IN § 6–233 OF THE CRIMINAL 4 

PROCEDURE ARTICLE; or 5 

 

   (ii) that was expunged under Title 10, Subtitle 1 of the Criminal 6 

Procedure Article. 7 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 8 

October 1, 2017. 9
