SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Education

7-117.

(A) IN THIS SECTION, “FIREARM” HAS THE MEANING STATED IN § 4-204 OF
THE CRIMINAL LAW ARTICLE.

(B) NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF LAW, A COUNTY BOARD
OR PUBLIC SCHOOL MAY NOT SPEND ANY MONEY FROM ANY SOURCE, INCLUDING
FROM LOCAL, STATE, FEDERAL, OR PRIVATE REVENUE SOURCES, TO DIRECTLY OR
INDIRECTLY PROVIDE A TEACHER WITH A FIREARM.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July
1, 2019.
