(First Reading File Bill)  

 

 On page 2 of the Judicial Proceedings Committee Amendments 

(SB0858/723327/1), in line 3 of Amendment No. 2, after “(3)” insert “(I)”; in the same 

line, after the first “A” insert “LOADED”; and in line 6, after “FIREARM” insert “; OR  

 

   (II) LEAVE OR STORE A FIREARM IN A LOCATION WHERE THE 

PERSON KNOWS OR REASONABLY SHOULD KNOW THAT AN UNSUPERVISED MINOR 

OR A PERSON PROHIBITED FROM POSSESSING A FIREARM UNDER STATE OR 

FEDERAL LAW HAS READY ACCESS TO THE FIREARM AND AMMUNITION FOR THE 

FIREARM”. 

 

 On page 3 of the Judicial Proceedings Committee Amendments, in line 1 of 

Amendment No. 2, after “2.” insert “THE MINOR IS NOT OTHERWISE PROHIBITED 

FROM POSSESSING A FIREARM UNDER STATE OR FEDERAL LAW; AND 

 

    3. A.”; 

 

in line 3, after “ARTICLE;” insert “OR”; in line 4, strike “3.” and substitute “B.”; and 

strike beginning with the semicolon in line 5 down through “LAW” in line 8. 

 

 On page 4 of the Judicial Proceedings Committee Amendments, in line 12, after 

“leave” insert “: 

 

  (1)”;  

 

in the same line, strike the brackets; in line 15, strike “would gain” and substitute 

“HAS”; and in the same line, after “firearm” insert “; OR 
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  (2) A FIREARM IN A LOCATION WHERE THE PERSON KNEW OR 

SHOULD HAVE KNOWN THAT AN UNSUPERVISED MINOR OR A PERSON 

PROHIBITED FROM POSSESSING A FIREARM UNDER STATE OR FEDERAL LAW HAS 

READY ACCESS TO THE FIREARM AND AMMUNITION FOR THE FIREARM.”. 

 

 On page 7 of the bill, in line 1, strike “October” and substitute “July”.
