STAFF NEEDED TO BRING ACTIONS UNDER THIS SUBTITLE IN THE FOLLOWING
12-MONTH PERIOD;
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(Il1) THE ANNUAL COST REQUIRED FOR THE OFFICE OF THE
ATTORNEY GENERAL, INCLUDING TRAVEL COSTS AND ANTICIPATED FUTURE
COSTS, TO BRING ACTIONS UNDER THIS SUBTITLE; AND

(Iv) THE DISPOSITION OF EACH ACTION BROUGHT UNDER
THIS SUBTITLE IN THE IMMEDIATELY PRECEDING 12 MONTHS.”.
