AMENDMENT NO. 1 

 On page 1 of the Judicial Proceedings Committee Amendments 

(SB0444/943128/1), in line 4 of Amendment No. 1, after “requirements;” insert 

“requiring a law enforcement agency operating a gun buyback program to make 

reasonable efforts to determine whether a firearm is a crime firearm or has been 

reported lost or stolen before the firearm or its component parts may be destroyed;”; and 

in line 5, strike “5–904” and substitute “5–905”. 

 

AMENDMENT NO. 2 

 On page 2 of the Judicial Proceedings Amendments, after line 17 of Amendment 

No. 2, insert: 

 

 “A LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY THAT RECEIVES A FIREARM AS PART OF A 

GUN BUYBACK PROGRAM UNDER THIS SUBTITLE SHALL MAKE REASONABLE 

EFFORTS TO DETERMINE WHETHER THE FIREARM IS A CRIME FIREARM OR HAS 

BEEN REPORTED AS LOST OR STOLEN BEFORE THE FIREARM OR ITS COMPONENT 

PARTS MAY BE DESTROYED AS REQUIRED UNDER § 5–902 OF THIS SUBTITLE.
