 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 12 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 13 

 

Article – Natural Resources 14 

 

10–424. 15 

 

 While engaged in hunting or pursuing any wildlife, a person may not: 16 

 

  (1) Carelessly or negligently shoot, wound, or kill another person; or 17 
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  (2) Intentionally or willfully destroy or damage any real property, 1 

personal property, DOMESTICATED ANIMAL, or farm livestock of another person OR 2 

ANY STRAY OR FERAL ANIMAL. 3 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 4
