LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 447

Introduced by Morfeld, 46.

PURPOSE: The purpose of this interim study is to examine security measures to
ensure safety in schools, including gun reform, increased use of firearms by
qualified school personnel such as school resource officers, additional school
resource officers in all middle and high schools, and a list of best practices
in threat assessment and prevention and mental health services.

The issues addressed by this interim study shall include, but not be
limited to:

(1) Costs for increased security measures to prevent violence in schools;

(2) Use of firearms by qualified school personnel;

(3) The cost to provide school resource officers at every middle and high
school;

(4) Best practices on threat assessment and prevention and mental health
services for at-risk students;

(5) Best practices 1in other states, including Wisconsin's plan to
incorporate an Office of School Safety into the Wisconsin Department of
Justice; and

(6) The need for additional gun reform.

NOwW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED FIFTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That the Judiciary Committee of the Legislature shall be designated to
conduct an interim study to carry out the purposes of this resolution.

2. That the committee shall upon the conclusion of its study make a report
of its findings, together with its recommendations, to the Legislative Council

or Legislature.
