An Act relating to firearms; amending 21 0.S. 2011,
Section 1290.9, as last amended by Section 2, Chapter
4, 0.S.L. 2017 (21 O0.S. Supp. 2017, Section 1290.9),
which relates to the Oklahoma Self-Defense Act;
clarifying certain eligibility requirement and
definition; and providing an effective date.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. AMENDATORY 21 0.S. 2011, Section 1290.9,
last amended by Section 2, Chapter 4, 0.S.L. 2017 (21 O0.S. Supp.
2017, Section 1290.9), is amended to read as follows:

Section 1290.9

ELTIGIBILITY

The following requirements shall apply to any person making
application to the Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation for a
handgun license pursuant to the provisions of the Oklahoma Self-
Defense Act. The person must:

1. Be a citizen of the United States+

National Guard, or the person was discharged under
honorable conditions from the United States Armed
Forces, Reserves or National Guard;
4 3. Complete a firearms safety and training course and
demonstrate competence and qualifications with the type of pistol to
be carried by the person as provided in Section 1290.14 of this

title, and submit proof of training and qualification or an

exemption for training and qualification as authorized by Section
1290.14 of this title;
